The Word of Life
! Before the world was created, the Word

READING TEXT

(Supplies — Story pictures in Appendix, reading text Story Picture Back of Picture
in the students’ native language)

1. Tell the story using matching story pictures. Student Books are closed. Students will listen to the story
sentences for each picture. Post the three pictures on the board.

Have one or two students read the story in their native language.

Have several students retell the story in their native language while pointing to the matching story
pictures.

Retell the story using the matching story pictures and story sentences.

Have students record new words in their Student Book.

MEMORY VERSE

The full-page memory verse can be found in the Appendix.
1. Model the memory verse three or four times while students listen.
2. Model the memory verse and have the class repeat in unison.
3. Have students practice the memory verse in pairs.
4. Students can volunteer to lead practice for the class.
5. Have students write the memory verse in their Student Book.

Record words that students have difficulty saying for more practice. Review previous memory verses each class
session.

=> Backward Build-Up

Teach longer sentences in short “chunks” using a backward build-up technique. This technique assures more
natural pronunciation, rhythm and intonation. If longer sentences are introduced from beginning to end, unnatural
pronunciation is inadvertently transferred to students.

For example: He gave them the right to become God’s children.

First: God’s children
Second: the right to become God’s children
Finally: He gave them the right to become God’s children.
